Mathematically proficient students may notice if calculations are repeated more quickly and look for
shortcuts while solving problems. They attend to details and they continually evaluate the reasonable-
ness of their intermediate results. While calculating a result, they are looking for and expressing regu-
larity in repeated reasoning. Not only do students use Mathematical Practice 8 to look for general
methods, patterns, and shortcuts when calculations are repeated, but also, they need to be able to eval-
uate if their answer makes sense within the context of the problem.
